STEM related career fields are the fastest growing career fields in the United States. The job outlook from the Bureau of Labor Statistics is a 10% growth over the next 10 years. The average wage of STEM related careers, as reported by the Department of Labor, is $85,200 annually where the average wage of other careers is $45,100. Juniors will be given an opportunity to learn about STEM by exploring the 4-H Robotics program as well as designing and building Marshmallow Catapults. Michael Schweinsburg, 4-H Youth Development Educator, will also be on sight to discuss specific career opportunities as well as how the Paulding County 4-H program encourages youth to explore STEM related fields.
